Economics 102 iClicker FAQ

E-mail questions to Prof. Olney if you have any further questions AFTER reading the FAQs.

Q:  What is an iClicker?

It’s a little remote control that you use to answer questions during class.  There's a photo of it at http://www.iclicker.com/Products/iclicker2/.  It's white, about the size of a TV remote, with A-B-C-D-E keys on it.

Q:  What is the difference between an iClicker and an iClicker2?

The iClicker allows only A-B-C-D-E responses.  The iClicker2 allows alpha-numeric responses as well as A-B-C-D-E responses.  For Econ 102, you should purchase an iClicker2.

Q: Where do I get an iClicker2?  How much does it cost?

At the bookstore for about $50.  You can also buy them online.  For example, Amazon has them new for about $42 (+ shipping).  There’s nothing unique to Siena about the iClicker.

Q: I already bought an iClicker2 for another class this (or last) term?  Do I need to buy another one?

No, and this is what sold me (Prof. Olney) on iClicker.  Once you buy it, you use it for all classes over your years at Siena, with no additional fee per class.  Economists would say “There’s no marginal cost to using the iClicker2 in another class once you’ve purchased it.”  

Q: How do you know which iClicker2 is mine? 

This is important.  You must go to www.iclicker.com and register your iclicker.  If you did so in the fall, no need to do it again.  If you registered last spring, they suggest you do so again.  If you just bought it, you must register it now.  You'll need your student ID (901xxxxxx) and the iclicker ID number that is on a little bar code on the back.

Q: When do I register my iClicker2? 

The sooner, the better.  By the end of week 2 for sure.

Q: What if I can't read the number on the back of my iClicker2? 
Turn on the iClicker and the ID number will flash on the screen.

Q: Are we required to use the iClicker?

iClicker points are worth 6% of your course grade.  You can earn 1 point each day for using your iClicker2 up to a max of 30 points.  You must answer more than half of the questions asked to receive your 1 point for that day.
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
