Type up your responses to the following questions.  Email (preferred) or bring a hard copy to class.

•  What score did you get on the midterm?  About what letter grade was that?  Was that about what you expected after taking the test, higher than you expected, or lower than you expected?

•  We have had 190 points in quizzes & exams, and have 170 points in quizzes & exams remaining, so there’s still room for improvement.  Are you happy with how you’re doing in the course (content with the letter grade you’re heading toward)?  Or, do you want to show improvement so that your letter grade might be higher than that?

•  Look back at the paper you wrote earlier in the semester about your learning styles.  In that paper, I asked you what study strategies were suggested by your survey results and whether you would implement (or had implemented) them.  What study strategies did you list in that paper?

•  What study strategies did you actually use when studying for the midterm?  For the next quiz and (especially) the final, will you use those same strategies, something different, something additional?

•  How many other tests or papers did you have in the days just before our midterm?  Did this impact your ability to study for Econ 102?  Did it impact your ability to sleep the night of March 1?  Did it impact your concentration during the exam itself?

•  Some questions on the midterm were what I call “regurgitation” questions: memorize and spit it back.  Some questions were straightforward application: we’d done it several times already in p.s. or in class.  Some questions were new applications.  Which sort of question is easier?  Which are harder?  Which sort of question requires a deeper understanding of the material?
